Merced County Disc Golf Club Bylaws 

Merced County Disc Golf Club Vision

The Merced County Disc Golf Club serves to promote, as well as expand, the sport of Disc Golf , for the families and individuals of the City of Merced.

Mission Statement

"Our Mission is to promote the value of Disc Golf  as a lifelong healthy recreational activity, expand and maintain the city’s disc golf courses, as well promote Disc Golf through tournaments, youth clinics, and adult classes."

ARTICLE I 
Name of Council 

The name of this council shall be the Merced County Disc Golf Club. 
  ARTICLE II 
  Role of Council 

The Merced County Disc Golf Club Councils role is to support the business operations of the Merced county Disc Golf Club (MCDGC).  The Council will meet on a regular basis to ensure the effective daily operations of the Merced County Disc Golf Club.  
ARTICLE III 
Members 

Section 1 - Size and Composition 
The Council shall be composed of 6 members. The needs and resources of the Disc Golf Club require that membership include Officers elected by other regular members of the MCDGC.  The council shall be constituted to ensure parity between (a) the officers: President, Vice President, and Treasurer and (b) equal numbers of from the membership (Secretary serves from this side).  
Section 2 - Term of Office 
All members of the council shall be eligible serve for a two-year term.  After the first year of the council's existence, all terms shall be two years in length.  At the first regular meeting of the council, a chance method shall be used to determine which members shall serve one-year terms. 

Section 3 - Voting Rights 
Each member shall be entitled to one vote and may cast that vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the council.  The elected alternate shall vote in the absence of the representative.  Absentee ballots shall not be permitted.
Section 4 - Termination of Membership 
Membership can be terminated for any member who is absent from all regular meetings for a period of three consecutive meetings.  The council, by affirmative vote, as defined by MCDGC policy can suspend or expel a member for conduct unbecoming. 
Section 5 - Transfer of Membership 
Membership in the MCDGC Council is not transferable.  A member may not appoint a successor upon resigning from the Council. 
Section 6 - Resignation 
Any member may resign by filing a written resignation with the Council.
Section 7 - Vacancy 
Any vacancy that occurs on the MCDGC Council, during the year, shall be filled by a special election. In the special election, the affected membership will be notified of the vacancy.  

    ARTICLE IV 
Officers 

Section 1 - Officers 
The officers of the MCDGC Council shall be a president, vice-president, treasurer, secretary, and such other officers, as the council may deem desirable. 

Section 2 - Election and Term of Office 
The officers of the MCDGC Council shall be elected and shall serve for one year or until each position on the council has expired or successor has been elected. 

  Section 3 - Removal 
Any officer may be removed by a two-thirds vote of all members sitting on the MCDGC Council whenever, in the judgment of the council, the best interests of the council would be served thereby. 

Section 4 - Vacancy 
A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation, removal, disqualification, or otherwise shall, by special election, be filled by the MCDGC Council for the unexpired portion of the term. 

Section 5 - President
The chairperson shall preside at all meetings of the MCDGC Council and may sign all letters, reports, and other communications of the MCDGC Council.  This includes being present for, and in addition to, public functions and presentations.

  Section 6 - Vice-President 
The duties of the vice-president shall be to represent the MCDGC president in assigned duties and to substitute for the president during his or her absence. The vice-president shall perform such other duties as may be assigned by the president or by the MCDGC Council. 

  Section 7 - Secretary 
The secretary shall keep the minutes of the meetings, both regular and special, of the MCDGC Council and shall promptly transmit to each of the members, and to such other persons as the MCDGC Council may deem, true and correct copies of the minutes of such meetings; see that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these bylaws; be custodian of the MCDGC Council records; keep a register of the address and telephone number of each member of the MCDGC Council which shall be furnished to the secretary by such member; and, in general, perform all duties incident to the office of secretary and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to the office by the chairperson or by the MCDGC Council. 

  ARTICLE V 
Quorums & Vacancies

  Section 1 - Quorum
Unless otherwise provided in the decision of the MCDGC Council designating a committee, a majority of the committee shall constitute a quorum, and the act of a majority of the members present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the committee. 

Section 2 - Vacancy 
A vacancy in the membership of any committee may be filled by an appointment made in the same manner as provided in the case of the original appointment.

  ARTICLE VI 
  Meetings of the School Site Council 

  Section 1 - Regular Meetings 
The MCDGC Council shall meet regularly at least once every other month January through November inclusive.


 Section 2 - Decisions of the MCDGC Council 
All decisions of the MCDGC Council shall be made only after an affirmative vote of a majority of its members in attendance, provided a quorum is in attendance. 

Section 3- Quorum 
No decision of MCDGC Council shall be valid unless a majority of the members then holding office concur therein by their votes. 

Section 4 - Conduct of Meetings 
All regular and special meetings of the MCDGC Council shall be conducted in accordance with Robert's Rules of Order or in accordance with an appropriate adaptation thereof. Section 8 - Meeting Open to the Public All regular and special meetings of the MCDGC Council and of its standing or special committees shall be open at all times to the public.
